A Limitations of findings

I Changes in lab practices may change the incidence of
some pathogens

I Many foodborne ilinesses such as norovirus infection
are not reported to FoodNet

I Different healtihcare seeking behaviors between age
groups may contribute to higher incidence in certain
age group

I The finding may not be generizable to the total U.S.

population despite similar demographic of the samples.
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
